Games in the English language classroom

Games can be used for a number of purposes:

to enliven a lesson

to stimulate interest

to engage students in actively using language
as a “warmer” to a lesson

for the practice of specific language

for revision purposes (eg revising vocabulary)
to have fun with English!

No doubt, other purposes for games in the language classroom can be found.

All of the games listed below have been successfully used with students and
many can be adapted for use with a variety of ages and language levels.

A selection of games

Change places

Students sitting in chairs placed in a circle. One fewer chair than participants.
One person stands in the middle and instructs others to Change places if
you.... Examples of what follows include: are wearing glasses; like chocolate
ice-cream; want to travel around the world; hope to be rich one day.
Participants change places if the statement applies to them. The one who
doesn’t get a place goes into the middle and takes over the instruction giving.

Back to the board

Useful for revising vocabulary/phrases. 2 or more teams, each with one
member “in the hot seat” with back to the board and facing other team
members. Teacher writes a word or phrase on the board. Team members
give definition/explanation of word/phrase for hot seat person to work out.
First hot seat person to say the correct answer wins a point for his/her team.

Pictionary

A drawing/speaking activity. Teams of 3 to 6 members, each time with a pile
of blank paper and a pencil. Teacher has a list of words or phrases and, at the
start, shows the first on the list to one member of each team (All see it at the
same time). This person goes to his/her team and draws a representation of
the word/phrase. This person must not speak. Other team members quietly
(so that rival teams don’t hear) suggest words/phrases. When someone in the
team gives the right answer, this person goes to the teacher and whispers the
answer. If correct, the teacher shows him/her the next word on the list and the
game goes on. The game finishes when one team completes the list.

Britain consists of four countries: England, Scotland, Wales and Ireland. Each has its
own customs and traditions and, especially in the case of Scotland, some different
laws and a different education system.

We think of Britain today as a multicuitural society, especially in the big cities. But
this is not a new phenomenon. Over many centuries people from other countries
have moved here, in some cases as invaders.

The first inhabitants were Iberians and Celts who settled on the land and were often
at war with each other. In AD 43 the Roman Emperor Claudius invaded, and made
Britain a Roman province. The Romans stayed for two hundred years, and built villas,
roads and towns. Many Roman remains can be still seen today. Later, Christian
missionaries came fro other parts of the Roman empire to bring Christianity to the

people.

The Romans finally abandoned Britain in AD 410 and a long period of invasions by
Nordic people (from northern France and Scandinavia) started. The Angles, Saxons
and Jutes began to settle from the 6™ to the 8" centuries, and the Angles gave
England its name. These people introduced a new culture to Britain, and organised
systems of agriculture and trade. The Vikings came from Scandinavia in the 10"
century, settling in the north with York as the capital of their kingdom.

The last successful invasion of Britain was in 1066 when William the Conqueror (Duke
William of Normandy in southern France) defeated the British at the Battle of
Hastings in the west of England, The Normans settled in Britain over the next 3
centuries. French became the language of the nobility and, with Latin, the language
of the legal system and of government.

Britain has, of course, also been an invader. During the 19" century, Britain built up
an empire of colonies on every continent. Some of the ex-colonies still have a special
relationship with Britain and form the Commonweaith.
